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"The High Holy Days are Early This Year!" 

 

A rabbinic colleague tells the story of a phone call her 

receptionist received many years ago.  The woman who 

called asked, ñWhen is Rosh Hashanah this year?ò   When 

the receptionist told her the date, the caller protested, "But 

that's Labor Day!"   The receptionist explained that the date 

of Rosh Hashanah is determined by the Hebrew calendar, 

which does not take Labor Day or other secular holidays into 

account.  "I'll bet someone in Israel had something to do with 

this," the caller sniffed, as she hung up the phone. 

 

People often make the observation that "the holidays are 

late" or "early" in a given year.   We are used to having them 

begin just as the leaves begin to turn and the morning air 

has a slight chill.  This year, Rosh Hashanah falls during the 

week of Labor Day when it will probably still feel like summer 

outside.    The first week of September might 

seem a long way off to you, but to me it seems 

right around the corner.  In fact, I start thinking 

about the coming High Holy Days before winterôs 

first snowfall.  

 

This year you will see a change in High Holy Day 

services based on a discussion that Cantor Avery 

and I had on Yom Kippur last year.   The Cantor 

made the insightful observation that the Family Program that 

we have been offering on Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur 

bears little relation to the Adult Services.   As a result, when 

children who are used to the Family Program reach the age 

when they are expected to attend the Adult Services, the 

music and the customs  seem unfamiliar to them.    It has 

also bothered me to see how many older children attend the 

Family Program even though it was created for younger 

children.  These older children are not quite ready to sit 

through the Adult Service, but find the Family Program too 

juvenile for their needs. 

 

After much consideration and consultation with our Ritual 

Committee, we decided to replace the old Family Program 

with a Multi-Generational Service and a Tot Program.    The 

Multi-generational Service will be meaningful for members of 

all ages, but especially appropriate for families with children 

in elementary school. This service will contain all of the 

important elements of the High Holy Day liturgy, and  

will include a Torah reading and a shofar service on  

Rosh  Hashanah.  On the evening of Yom Kippur, the Multi-

Generational Service will include the haunting melody of Kol 

Nidre.    

 

 

 

 

 In place of a sermon, the Multi-Generational  service will 

include a story meant to teach us something about the 

themes of the Holy Days. The music of the Multi- 

Generational Service will be of the same quality as our Adult 

Service because it will be led by our wonderful choir and 

cantor.  The ñTot Program,ò held on the afternoons of both 

Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur, will be short (under one-

half hour) and musical, and directed primarily at pre-

schoolers and their families. It is not intended to be an actual 

worship service.  

 

Because of limitations of space and clergy, in order to create 

the Multi-Generational Service, we will eliminate one Adult 

Service on Rosh Hashanah morning and one Adult Kol Nidre 

Service on Yom Kippur evening.    We anticipate that some 

adults who currently attend the Adult Service will 

choose instead to attend the Multi-Generational 

Service with their children or grandchildren.   

Regrettably, we will not be able to accommodate non

-members in the sanctuary to the extent that we 

have been able to do in the past.    Please see the 

High Holy Day schedule for further information.   

 

I offer this final word on the timing of the High Holy 

Days this year.  As I write this article, it is June, and there is 

a lot going on in the world.  The oil leak in the Gulf of Mexico 

continues unabated.  Israel has been provoked into a bloody 

confrontation with a flotilla bringing supplies to Gaza.  A 

Hispanic Peekskill man has been beaten in what police 

suspect to be a hate crime, while the debate about 

immigration continues unresolved.  There is also a lot going 

on in the lives of the people in our community.  Some are 

mourning loved ones who have died, while others are coping 

with disappointment and frustration in their family or 

professional lives. Some of our members are recovering 

from injury or illness, while others are anticipating a 

bittersweet transition as children leave home for college or 

jobs.    

 

The inspiring music and liturgy of the High Holy Days call us 

to reflect deeply on our own lives and on our world.  Given all 

that is happening as I write this, I know that this year, for me 

at least, the High Holy Days will arrive right on time.

From the Rabbiôs Desk 
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Notes from Cantor Avery 

As we approach the High Holidays, we are also approaching the month of Elul, the month immediately 
preceding the month of Tishrei and the beginning of Rosh Hashanah. Elul is a month traditionally de-
voted to self-reflection. This self-reflection can help us in our inventory as we take steps towards Yom 
Kippur. It is customary to recite Psalm 27 at the conclusion of morning and evening services throughout 
Elul. It does not need to be recited exclusively in worship; many people recite this psalm throughout Elul 
on their own. We are reminded in Psalm 27 that God is our support and strength at all times, including 
those of great difficulty. Psalm 27 can also encourage us to engage in the process of self-evaluation and 
teshuvah.  
 
As part of our process of self-evaluation and teshuvah, when approaching Rosh Hashanah, we may look 
at our lives and see that much is unchanged from previous years. We can anticipate High Holiday ser-
vices with the same High Holiday motif year after year, many of the people in our lives remain the same, 
and when we open our Machzors (High Holy Day prayer books) to pray, we find the same prayers and 
petitions to God. 
 
On the other hand, it is also true that much is different from one High Holiday to the next. Even within 
those things which appear fixed, there are changes. Some musical compositions for the High Holiday 
services are switched, for many of us, the people in our lives do change, and though the liturgy does not 
change from year to year, our connection to it and the meaning behind it may mean something com-
pletely different this year than in the preceding years. 
 
One of the most wonderful things about Jewish music is that for every holiday, even every time of day for 
every holiday, there is a particular motif prescribed to it. The High Holidays, for instance, have an obvi-
ous and clearly definable sound to them. Additionally, composers of Jewish music, when writing music 
for the High Holidays, generally use the High Holiday motifs in their compositions. Therefore, even when 
the music is new, it still sounds familiar because it has the sound of the Holidays. What can change from 
year to year, are some of the compositions used for various prayers. Every congregation has its favorite 
melodies, melodies that are fixed and never change. Then there are those melodies that get replaced 
and rotated every couple of years. Because the music is a means of expressing the content of the 
prayer, having this kind of flexibility enables those presenting the music to interpret the text a slightly dif-
ferent way. 
 
In the same way that we can look forward to certain familiar comforts with the music, the same holds true 
when we think of the people we will be worshiping with come Rosh Hashanah evening. The High Holi-
days can be an amazing reminder for us that we are blessed to have such a wonderful community of 
people around us. For Jews, community is a crucial element of our worship. When belonging to a Tem-
ple, we get comfortable seeing the familiar people from year to year at services and at other Temple 
functions. Many of us, however, have been blessed with simchas in the past year and approach Rosh 
Hashanah with new family members. Itôs also true, that many of us have suffered losses and feel the ab-
sence of those who are close in our hearts and minds but are no longer with us. When we are part of a 
community, though we may not feel the joys and pains as acutely as those immediately impacted by 
them, we are privileged to witness and to share on a small scale, both the simchas and the tragedies of 
those in our midst. 
 
In Psalm 27, we read, ñWould that I dwell in the House of Adonai all the days of my life.ò As we worship 
God in community this coming High Holidays, let us be brought together in all that has remained con-
stant in our lives and all that is new for us this year. 
Iôm looking forward to my second High Holidays with the Temple Israel community.

The Jewish new  year used to be in the spring and thus the counting of the months in the Torah is always 

from Nisan (Pesach). Many years after the exodus from Egypt the new  year was moved to the fall and the 

focus moved to the current structure of the High Holy Days as we know it. 

 

Following that move, the children are also going to start ñgardeningò this fall instead of in the spring this year, 

creating Mitzvah Gardens.  Mitzvah, in Hebrew, comes from the root of the word command, so in Judaism we 

are not only expected to do good deeds following Bar/ Bat Mitzvah but we are commanded to do so,helping 

God make this world a better place - Tikun Olam (Repairing the World). 

 

Thus, starting this year every class in the Religious School, from kindergarten through seventh grade, will 

have a special designated area at Temple that is going to focus on a specific Mitzvah. In this outdoor space 

the children will be challenged to design a place where they can express what they have learned about and 

practiced of their chosen mitzvah and also how they can teach others who visit our sacred place. We would 

very much like you, the parents, to get involved by discussing at home the mitzvah of your childôs class and 

seeing how the whole family can practice it together as well. 

 

The Hebrew High schoolers, who are post Bar/ Bat Mitzvah age, are going to take this notion out to the  

community at large starting from our area and, the older they are, the further in our nation they will go.

  JNF needs your help to recover from forest fire emergency in Israel 

In June over 300,000 trees were destroyed in forest fires that devastated Israeli forests. The fires burned over 
750 acres of forested and open areas. Arson is suspected in many cases, and conditions worsened due to 
Israel's severe heat wave. Experts say it will take 50 years for the forests to be restored. JNF's goal is to raise 
one million dollars to help reforestation efforts - cleanup, upgrading firefighting equipment and replanting trees 
that were destroyed in the fires.

Israel admitted to OECD 
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu attended a ceremony at the Paris headquarters of the Organization for 
Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) to mark the entry of Israel, Estonia, Slovenia and Chile. 
OECD membership means Israel's status with foreign investment funds switches from that of an emerging 
economy to a developed one. Israelôs ñmost dynamicò technological exports per capita were ñquite amazing,ò 
said the OECD General Secretary, considering the countryôs short life span. Jerusalem will host a meeting of 
the OECDôs Tourism Committee in October, after decades of the meeting being held in Paris.

Israel Set to Join Natural Gas Exporting Nations 
Israel is on the path to exporting energy for the first time in its 62-year history after energy companies said 
their offshore discoveries in the country may hold twice as much natural gas as the U.K. 
Operator of the Leviathan gas field said the area may have 16 trillion cubic feet of gas. It also raised its esti-
mate for the nearby Tamar field to 8.4 trillion cubic feet.  The gas exploration may in coming years add to the 
strength of Israelôs economy, which grew 3.3 percent in the first quarter of 2010.

Test bed for electric cars planned in Israel 
Using Israel as a test site, Better Place LLC in the next year or so will open 75 stations where electric cars 
can simply swap an exhausted battery for a new one in the same time it takes to refuel. Under the Better 
Place business plan customers buy electric cars, then sign up for a subscription battery swapping network, 
just as they now sign up for cellular service. A navigation system will help drivers find a charging station thatôs 
part of the Better Place network. Robotic tools swap an empty battery for a fresh one in minutes.

Many parents wonder about reasons to keep their children involved in religious school after Bar or Bat  
Mitzvah.

In April some of our students, along with our Youth Group Advisor Sarah DePaolo, attended the NFTY  
Regional Spring Kallah, which was held at the URJôs Camp Eisner, with over 200 teens from URJ  
congregations around the New York area. This is the first time in five years that our youth group has 
been active in NFTY and itôs a wonderful opportunity for them to connect with peers from other  
synagogues. Thanks to money available from our Youth Group Fund we were able to help offset the cost 
for our students to attend the NFTY Kallah. We would like to be able to do this on an ongoing basis and  
if you are interested in supporting our youth in this kind of activity the fund is open for additional  
donations. 
 
Congratulations and thanks go to Sarah DePaolo for taking an active role to re-energize our youth 
groups since becoming Youth Group Advisor just a few months ago. The youth groups are meeting on a 
regular basis and have organized and participated in several fun activities. 
 
Also, for the first time in several years, we have at least 4 students traveling to Israel this summer. 
Thanks to funds from our Gimprich Fund for Israel Scholarship, Temple Israel has awarded scholarships 
that will help some of our students with their travel costs. The Gimprich Fund is open to additional dona-
tions from anyone who would like to help send our students to Israel in the future. We plan to make use 
of the Gimprich Fund to award scholarships on an ongoing basis. In addition, URJ certificates that offset 
the cost of travel to Israel on a NFTY trip by $250 are presented at every Bar and Bat Mitzvah at Temple 
Israel. At least some of our  students used those certificates to help cover their travel costs this summer. 
 
This past December our Confirmation class traveled together with Rabbi Jaech to Washington DC, along  
with students from other Reform congregations, to lobby our elected representatives. This trip is an  
annual high point for the students as they prepare to lobby their elected officials in advance of the  
confirmation ceremony. 
 
These and other student activities are highlights of the program at Temple Israel.  They reinforce Jewish  
education, values and the connection to Judaism and they provide fun and exciting incentives for our  
students to continue their education at Temple Israel beyond Bar and Bat Mitzvah. We all owe a big 
thank you to the staff and volunteers who are making the program so exciting for our students, and of 
course thank you to everyone who supports our programs through donations and participation in fund 
raising activities. 
 
I know I speak for our entire staff and lay leadership when I say that I hope that these fun, important and 
meaningful events will encourage our students to continue in the Confirmation class and the Hebrew 
high school after Bar and Bat Mitzvah. And we hope that all parents will strongly encourage their children 
to continue in the program with their friends.
